[bookmark: _GoBack]The Alumni Project Support Program provides funding up to $3,000 to implement innovative alumni projects that address various themes and foster greater contact between alumni of U.S. government programs. Proposals may focus on any theme including, but not limited to: innovations in various fields, women’s empowerment, youth leadership, entrepreneurship, and disabilities issues. Projects should be interesting, original, creative, dynamic and focus on sharing innovative practice and experience gained during your U.S. government-sponsored program.  Activities may include anything from professional development and/or mentoring events, web-chats, seminars, interactive training, etc. 
Please note: The following activities are not eligible for support through this program.
. Political or partisan activities;
. Participation in legal proceedings and litigations, lobbying for law initiatives; 
. Research and academic projects; 
. International travel and support of foreign participants; 
. Direct social services (health care, psychological rehabilitation and counseling, legal consultations, vocational training, providing employment opportunities, etc); 
. Competitions of any kind as the main focus of a project; 
. Setting up a new entity unless it is part of a broader project;
. Large items of durable equipment;
. Excessive representational meals or entertainment (Food costs should be clearly justified and limited to a maximum of 10% of the total award amount);
. Costs related to preparation and submission of proposals;
. On-going operating costs;
. Website construction and operational support. 

Alumni of U.S. government exchange programs or organizations working with U.S. government alumni are eligible to apply. Completed applications should be sent to alumnirussia@state.gov.  The email subject line should include the program name, your name, your alumni affiliation and your city.  For example:

Alumni Project Support Program Proposal: Ivanov Ivan, Fulbright Student Program, Saransk

Eligible proposals will be reviewed on a rolling basis throughout the year.  The submission deadline for the 2017-2018 Application Cycle is July 1, 2018.

Please note:  All grant awards are subject to the availability of funding.  The Grant Review Committee reserves the right to reject any or all proposals received.
